Traveling North on 1-85: Take Exit 111, GA317 better known as Lawrenceville Suwanee Road. Turn
left and travel west on Lawrenceville Suwanee Road (which becomes Suwanee Dam Road) until you
reach Johnson Road. Take a left on Johnson Road to the Edinburgh entrance.

Traveling North on GA 400: Take Exit #14. Merge right on Hwy. 20 East towards Buford. Go
approximately 6 miles to Suwanee Dam Road and turn right. At the first traffic light, turn right on
Johnson Road. This leads you to the Edinburgh entrance.
